Jesus Says Go and Tell
John 20:19-29; Matthew 28:16-20

On the first Easter morning, Jesus was not in the
tomb. An angel said, “He is not here. He has risen.”
Jesus showed himself to His disciples and then said
to them, “you must go and tell everyone in the
world about Me. Teach them to obey everything I
have taught you.” 

Big Idea: I can tell everyone that Jesus is alive.

Week One
The Cross and the Empty Tomb
Mark 25:13-16; Luke 23:26-24:9

After His arrest, Jesus was led away and put on trial
by religious and political officials. Even though He
had done nothing wrong, Jesus was beaten,
mocked and sentenced to die on the cross. He was
crucified in between two thieves. One made fun of
Him. After Jesus died, He was buried in a tomb.
When some of His followers returned on the first
day of the week, they were shocked to find an
empty tomb. Angels said, “He is not here! He is
risen!” Jesus defeated death!

Big Idea: Jesus defeated death!

Week Three
Israel’s First King
1 Samuel 8:1-9; 13:1-14; 15:10-29

King Saul was chosen to lead the Israelites but
disobeyed God. Because he forgot that God is the
one true King, Saul’s time as king would come to an
end.

Big Idea: God is the one true King.

Week Four
David is Chosen
1 Samuel 16

God told Samuel to anoint a new King after Saul
disobeyed God. David, the youngest and
smallest son of Jesse was chosen to be the next
king of Israel.

Big Idea: God sees our hearts.
